to avoid damaging them 

not using power tools on the material. 

Asbestos is a natural mineral fibre found in many Queensland houses.
It isn’t dangerous to our health when it’s in good condition.   

If asbestos-
containing 
materials have been 
damaged on your 
property, a licensed 
asbestos removalist 
should undertake 
the clean-up work.

When asbestos is moved or damaged, for example during a cyclone, severe weather or a fire—the 
fibres in the material can become airborne. These fibres can be easily breathed in and can be harmful.
