Aboriginal community to deliver holistic, comprehensive, and culturally appropriate 

health care to the community which controls it, through a locally elected Board of 

Management.

funded principally to provide services to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people. 

AMSs are not necessarily community controlled, it may be a government health 

service run by a state or territory government.

operated by Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people. 

ICCO is another name for either a Aboriginal Community Controlled Organisation 

(ACCO) or a Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander organisation (ATSICCO).
